Oranges are orange. Orange is a very eye-catching color. There are also several other
orange-colored fruits, for example peaches, apricots, papayas, mangoes, persimmons, and the
inside of the musk melon. However, there are very few orange vegetables.

Some peppers are orange, the inside of a pumpkin is a dark orange color, but the most
popular orange vegetable is the carrot.

A carrot is classed as a root vegetable since we eat the part that comes from the
underground root of the carrot plant. It is the third most popular root vegetable, after the potato
and the onion, and is eaten all (1) across the world.

It takes about two months to grow a carrot from its seed. Carrots are round at the top,
and pointed at the bottom. Their size can vary greatly, from about 5 to 50cm in length, and from
1 to 10cm in width. An average carrot weighs about 60g. Above ground, the green stalks and
leaves can grow to a height of about 1 meter.

Even though it is quite (2) hard, a carrot contains about 88% water, but it is quite
nutritious. It has 9% sugars, 2.8% fiber and only 0.2% fat. Carrots are also a good source of
vitamins, including Vitamin K and Vitamin B6, but perhaps the most important nutrients are
the carotenes. These form Vitamin A, and also give the orange color. Eating one large carrot can
(3) provide most of the Vitamin A required in one day.

After washing, a carrot is easily peeled, and cut into round chunks, or sliced into long
strips. Then it can be eaten raw, and there is a nice, crisp sound when you bite it. Eating raw
carrots is thought to be good for your teeth, but elderly people, whose teeth are not so strong,
need to be careful. Raw slices of carrot are often added to a salad, and can also be dipped into a
sauce, or a hot cheese fondue; but most carrots are cooked, making them softer, and slightly
sweeter.

Color is an important consideration when preparing dishes. Would a meal look
appealing if all the food were a similar color? Adding food of various colors will surely help the
meal look more attractive, and this is why the bright orange color of a carrot makes it such a
popular food in so many dishes.

Carrots can be boiled in water, roasted in an oven, fried in a little oil, or just steamed
in a microwave. They can add color to almost any dish, for example stew, curry, pasta and soup,
and are often found in baby food.

In addition, since carrots have some natural sweetness, they can also be used in
desserts, especially carrot cake, which is very tasty with an afternoon tea.

It is also possible to make carrot juice, a thick, orange-colored drink, which is so strong
it is normally drunk in only small amounts. Perhaps a (4) mixed vegetable juice, made from
carrots and a selection of other vegetables, 1s more pleasant to drink.

Oil can be made from carrot seeds. Carrot oil is quite expensive, and very strong, so is
usually combined with other oils, such as olive oil. It is thought to be good for dry skin, and

5



should be applied to the skin directly; it must never be drunk.

The green stalks and leaves of the carrot plant have a bitter flavor, and are rarely eaten.
However, they contain many nutrients, including Vitamin C, and, like parsley, can be used to
decorate any salad or meal.

Carrots are an extremely versatile food, and the (5) entire plant can be used. They are

not only simple to grow, simple to cook, and very healthy but, best of all, they are orange.
