Once the contents come to a boil, simmer over low heat for 15 minutes.

When the potatoes are cooked, lift both the lids and lay the meat on top of the ingredients. Replace

the lid on top again, leaving it a little ajar and cook over low heat for a further 10 minutes.

Step 5.
Meanwhile, cut the spring onions into 3 cm pieces and boil them briefly in a small pot of boiling
water. Immediately cool in water and squeeze out the excess water. Place the meat and potatoes in

a bowl and put 2 or 3 pieces of green onions on top.

Tips:

Cut the potatoes into large pieces. More sugar may be added if preferred.

Tigers

With its eye-catching orange fur, covered in random black stripes, and its long, sharp teeth,
a tiger is one of the most beautiful, and most dangerous animals in the world. A tiger is bigger
than a lion, and is the world's biggest cat. An adult tiger can grow to 350kg in weight and 3m in
length. Tigers eat only meat, so they need to hunt and kill other animals, which is why they are
so big and strong, and dangerous.

Perhaps it is because of this mixture of beauty and danger that tigers seem to have a
special attraction for children and adults alike, and tigers have entered popular culture all over
the world. A tiger, named 'Tigger', is a much-loved character in the Pooh bear stories. One of the
most popular sportspeople of the 21st century is named Tiger Woods and, in Japan, one of the
top baseball teams is called the Hanshin Tigers. It is also an extremely popular name for sports
teams in the USA. About 20 teams have the name 'Tigers', including the famous baseball team,
the Detroit Tigers. But there are no wild tigers in either the USA or Japan.

There are six varieties of tiger, the most well-known being the Bengal tiger, which lives in
the jungles of India and Bangladesh, and the Amur tiger, which lives in Siberia, Russia. There
are about 3,500 wild Bengal tigers, and about 2,000 wild Amur tigers. Other varieties live in
Malaysia, China, Indonesia, Vietnam and Cambodia, but the populations in these countries are
much smaller, especially Cambodia, where there are only about 50 wild Cambodian tigers.

One hundred years ago there were over 100,000 wild tigers, but now there are only about
6,000. There are two main reasons: firstly, the destruction of jungles for wood and roads, and,
secondly, the killing of tigers by humans. Tiger skins are used to make expensive fur coats and
mats, and tiger body parts are often used in alternative medicine. Every year, about 100 humans
are killed by tigers, but humans kill many more tigers.

However not all tigers live wild in the jungle. There are more tigers in the USA than in
India. These tigers are found in zoos, circuses, and even as pets. In the USA there are about
4,000 tigers in zoos, and several thousands more are kept as pets. There are thought to be over
10,000 tigers in zoos around the world, many more than live in the wild. Many of these tigers
live in poor conditions, but it gives many people the chance to see, safely and closely, these
wonderful animals.

So, despite tigers' great popularity, the number of wild tigers is very low. Some countries
are making big efforts to protect tigers, but their natural habitat is fast decreasing, and tigers
are still being hunted and killed. Maybe one day in the future, there will be no more wild tigers,

and the only places they live will be in zoos.
